What is Bridge & Target training?

Bridge - This training method is unique because it uses an intermediate bridge which signals to the dog that it is on the right track, but has not yet completed the trial (like the clue "you are getting warmer"). This method has profound proven results!  We can support the animal in every learning exercise,​ convert failed trials to successes and expand correct behavior in the face of challenges. The intermediate bridge is followed by the terminal bridge, which signals successful completion of the behavior.



Target - Teaching an animal to focus on a target helps it learn despite a distraction-rich environment. In Bridge and Target Training, the targeting is not related directly to food, but to being bridged. An animal that is focused on food is not necessarily open to learning, as recent research (Daniel Mills, University of Lincoln) has shown. Animals learn to focus on targets as "markers" for their correct actions, rather than as places where food will appear. Targeting shows an animal exactly how to be successful. Trial and error is eliminated.  Using a series of targets, we can define any motion or behavior. Targets can be used to describe even very specific, very complex behaviors, for virtually errorless learning.



Perception Modification -  Animals are taught to relax on cue, a key step in helping them change their perception of events. This is a coping skill which we build on to change perceptions about stressful or disliked events. Many animals need this particular aspect of the training to get the most out of the remaining training program as some are simply too excited to settle down in a strange environment, and focus on learning.


What is this seminar:  SATS and the Career Dog - This workshop will focus on skills for Career Dogs, in conformation showing, obedience and basic living skills.  Shelter workers and pet owners can focus on advancing basic living skills, if preferred.  This is a hands on seminar, where people will be working their dogs.

Included with the seminar fee is attendance at both seminar days, with classes and events from 10:00 a.m. each day, (registration starts at 9:00 am) concluding at 5:00 p.m.  You will also be provided each day with a light lunch, and coffee/soda and snacks will also be provided throughout the day.  A written set of training materials will be provided for your assistance, and we welcome your animals, subject to securing prior approval.
